Preparing for the Field Study Day

Lunch

Students should bring a sack lunch and a drink in a disposable bag.

Water
Water is available on campus, but students may bring a disposable water bottle marked with their name.

Clothing

*Loose fitting pants or shorts

*Short sleeve shirt or top and a jacket or sweatshirt on cool days

*Hats, sunscreen, and sunglasses (optional)

Allergies
Alert your child’s teacher if your child has allergies triggered by plants, animals, or outdoor activities. 

Medication
All medication must be sent with the proper permission forms.

The Park
Students will use O’Neill Park where they will be exposed to a variety of plants and animals. We teach children to recognize and stay away from poison oak that sometimes grows in the area. Students are instructed in the proper response to plants and animals common to the park.
