Pre Trip Planning...

· Notify the principal with the trip date, time, and relevant details. 

· Schedule buses through your school office. Plan to arrive at 9:20 and depart at 1:00.

· Send home parent letters and permission slips. 

· Collect signed permission slips, emergency telephone numbers, and medications with permission forms. 

· Group students and prepare nametags. 

· Review field trip behavior standards and appropriate clothing with your students.

· Limit parent helpers to 1 or 2 per class. They may not bring younger siblings. 

Day of The Trip…

· Give the field study staff the class list with the total number of students to be charged.

· Be sure all students are wearing nametags. 

· Bring your students medications with permission slips and instructions.

· Place your students with special medical or educational needs in your group. 

· Accompany ill students to the office, help give them aide, and contact the parents. 

Frequently Asked Questions…

Should I bring parent helpers? 

Parent helpers are not required, but you may bring as many as 2 per class. The day is physically active and parents should be in good health. They should dress for the outdoors and wear nametags. They may not bring younger siblings because we cannot provide for their supervision or safety. Ask them to use adult rather than student restrooms.

What happens in inclement weather? 

We have alternate programs for bringing the outdoors in on rainy days. If weather conditions are extreme or hazardous, we will cancel the trip and reschedule for another day. 

What if I need to cancel a trip? 

Please give us a minimum of 2 weeks notice so we can schedule another group.
