MAIN ENTRANCE-FRONT OF SCHOOL

All Settings (From MATRIX)


· READINESS

Are you prepared with all of your materials?

· Bring only appropriate school items/materials to school

· Binder and Agenda Planner

· Pens, pencils, paper, etc.

· Complete list in Agenda Planner

Have you left at home the things that are not allowed?
Some examples:


· IPODS and Electronics (Unless for your class)

· Gum

· Any weapon or dangerous object 

· Skateboards or scooters

· Pay attention during AP assembly this week

· RESPECT


Are you showing respect at school?

·  Respect school and others’ rights and property
· Respect personal space.  Keep hands, feet to self

· Use appropriate language at school

· Never take or damage property of others

· Never bully or harass

·  Keep campus clean
· RESPONSIBILITY


Are you following all school rules and procedures?
·    Follow all rules and and policies (In all settings)

·    Wear appropriate attire (Follow the Dress Code)

·    Review your Agenda Planner (School Rules and Policies)

STATION 2

FORUM

Restroom (From MATRIX)

· READINESS


Where are the restrooms and when can I use them?

· Restrooms (100/200 bldg, outside 300 wing, M’s, PE)
· Use in a timely manner during passing periods/break/lunch

· Plan ahead

· RESPECT


What about using restrooms during class?

· During class, respect teacher permission to use the restroom 

· RESPONSIBILITY

What are the proper restroom procedures?

· Keep restrooms clean (Put all trash in the trashcans)

· Use proper hygiene (Always wash hands after using the restroom)

Passing Periods
(From MATRIX)
· READINESS


How do I move to my next class during passing periods?
· Be prompt (Be on time for your next class)

· Go directly to destination (Do not “hang out” or talk)
· RESPECT


What are the proper passing period 
procedures for 
hallways and common areas?

· Always pass/walk on the right

· Be mindful on the stairs  (No running or pushing)

· RESPONSIBILITY


How do I show responsibility during passing periods?

· Use restrooms if needed

· Finish all food/drink before entering buildings

Library/Media Center (From MATRIX)

· READINESS


What do I need to remember to enter the library?
· Always have your I.D. ready 

· Enter quietly 

· Leave all food and beverages outside
· RESPECT


How can I show respect in the Library/Media Center?

· Treat books, computers, and all equipment with care

· Work quietly-be considerate of others
· RESPONSIBILITY


How do I show responsibility in the Library/Media Center?

· Use all technology appropriately and for instructional purposes
· Clean up area and take all belongings when exiting

· Remember that misuse of equipment can result in loss of privileges
STATION 3

LUNCH AREA

Lunch Area (From MATRIX)

· READINESS

Where and how do I line up to buy lunch?

· Always walk to lunch area and all lunch lines

(Show the lunch windows and speedline)

· Have money and I.D. ready

· Know what you would like to order

· Line up single file (No holding places or cutting)

· RESPECT


How do I show respect during lunch?
· Practice good manners by saying things like, “Please” and “Thank you.” (Be polite to all lunch workers)

· Follow all directions 
· RESPONSIBILITY


Where do we eat and what do we do when done?

· Eat/drink in assigned areas only (Lunch tables-enter at the sides. No food or drink should pass yellow lines)
· Always clean up after yourself (Put trash in trashcans)

· When bell rings, gather belongings and move promptly to class-don’t be late

OTHER IMPORTANT LUNCH AREA INFORMATION

· BUYING LUNCH

How do I pay for my lunch?

· Bring your own money-no mooching or borrowing

· Lunch pass for a cheese sandwich is available if you forget

· Lunch applications are being accepted in the office

· Parents may prepay for your lunch and create an account for you online, with a check or cash.  Online preferred

· BBQ ITEMS

How can I purchase a BBQ item?

· Buy a ticket for combo BBQ item at any line

· Pick up the side dishes/drink/condiments/bun when you buy your ticket

· Take ticket to BBQ table for your item (ie: hamburger, cheeseburger, spicy chicken sandwich)
· BRINGING A LUNCH

Do students ever bring a lunch?

· Many students bring lunch

· Make healthy choices

· No bottles please

· VENDING MACHINES

Can I buy from the vending machines at lunch?

· District rules say that vending machines must be turned off during lunch

· Items may be purchased before and after school, and passing periods only

· KEEP YOUR PROPERTY WITH YOU AT ALL TIMES


(Backpacks, purses, binders, etc.)

STATION 4


UPPER FIELD AREA

Blacktop/Fields (From MATRIX)

· READINESS


How do I demonstrate readiness on the blacktop and 
fields?

· Stop playing when the bell rings

· Be aware of time-gather belongings, move quickly to class

· RESPECT


What is respectful behavior on the blacktop and fields

· Play appropriately (Keep hands, feet, etc. to oneself-no horseplay)

· Be mindful of games in progress (Stay out of courts and games on the field-stay clear of PE classes during lunch)

· RESPONSIBILITY


How do I show responsibility on the blacktop and fields

· Keep food/drink out of these areas

· Look out for others

· Keep these areas clean (Pick up trash, even when it is not yours-Show Seahawk Pride!)


OTHER IMPORTANT BLACKTOP/FIELD PROCEDURES

· RIDING A BIKE TO SCHOOL

What if I ride a bike?

· You must wear a helmet and have proper brakes

· Use a bike lock-no sharing locks allowed

· Walk your bike on campus, intersections, crosswalks, etc.

· Bike rack opens at 7:30am and at the end of the school day.  It is locked during the day.

· CELL PHONE POLICY


What is the rule about cell phones?

· “Bell to bell, no cell”

· Keep your phone off and out of sight during the school day.

· During PE, keep phone locked in locker.

· First violation is a warning.  After that, there are consequences.

· GUM POLICY


What is the rule about gum?

· Serrano is a “GUM FREE” school.  Leave gum at home.

· Violations receive consequences

STATION 5


FRONT OF GYM

Before/After School (From MATRIX)

· READINESS


How do I show readiness before and after school?

· Arrive on time- no earlier than 7:30am (First bell at 8:10am-tardy bell 8:15am)

· Leave campus promptly after school (By 3:10pm/12:55pm)

· Be attentive to all staff on duty

· Before school, may wait in front of school, in forum, or at lunch tables

· RESPECT


How do I show respect before and after school?

· Walk carefully with other students.  (Do not block or push in walkways or through forum gates) 

· At dismissal, keep moving through main entrance-it can get crowded there

· Respect neighbors’ property (Do not walk down private roads such as Shadowfax unless you live there)
· RESPONSIBILITY


What is responsible behavior before and after school?

· Obey all traffic laws (Cross streets at corners/crosswalks-stay out of street and on sidewalks)

· Use helmets and bike locks (If a bike rider)

OTHER IMPORTANT BEFORE/AFTER SCHOOL PROCEDURES

· GETTING A RIDE TO SCHOOL
Do you get a ride to school?

· Drop off and pick up is in parking lot or on Jeronimo.

· Lane closest to school is bus lane and parent drive through lane.  Remind your parents not to pick up/drop off in first lane.

· Look before stepping into parking lot to get to your car.

· SCHOOL RULES APPLY TO AND FROM SCHOOL
What if I violate a rule on my way to school or going home?

· School rules must be followed to and from school

· Violations of school rules will result in a Serrano consequence

· Example: if you engage in a fight off campus after school, you will be suspended

· READINESS


How do I demonstrate readiness for my classes?
· Be on time and be prepared 

· First bell-8:10am, tardy at 8:15am

· Passing periods 4 minutes

· Go directly to your destination

· Move quickly following break/lunch

· Bring completed assignments to school

· Have planner and supplies ready

· Have all your stuff!  Remember all school materials (Agenda Planner, binder w/ dividers, pens, pencils, etc.)

· Be sure to have all assignments written in agenda planner before you leave school

· Bring only items allowed at school (APs will review)

· RESPECT


How do I show respectfulness in the classroom?

· Follow all classroom directions and procedures

· Respect rights of others to learn 
· RESPONSIBILITY


What is responsible classroom behavior?
· Complete work/assignments on time

· Use Agenda Planner daily in all classes
